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1. Background

The European Commissions’ Aeneas granted €2,000,000 and other donors financed €500,000 to cover the total project costs. A number of activities are existing projects of COSECAM – such as the victim empowerment project Girls Speak Out or the Training Programme – continued under the CETHCam project but in operational terms still executed separately. The overall objective is to: Stem irregular immigration and reduce human trafficking in Cambodia and in the region, in particular for children and youths by establishing a comprehensive approach amongst government and civil society key-stakeholders to address the problems. The specific objective is to: Strengthen institutions, procedures and systems to reduce trafficking in, and smuggling of human beings, in particular children and youths, in order to protect and enable trafficked and migrated individuals and families to return to their homes; generate sustainable income through decent work; and reintegrate fully in to their community. The main beneficiary groups targeted for providing services are trafficked or (irregular) migrated children, youth, women and men, or at risk of exploitation, and their immediate family members: approximately a total of 3,500 primary and 15,250 secondary beneficiaries. Other groups targeted for capacity building and empowerment are staff of Government Agencies & Civil Society Organisations, community leaders and active persons, and small and medium enterprises which provide job opportunities to the primary target group.

2. Assignment

The study aims to document the effect and impact on beneficiaries of the intervention activities of the project, in particular the services delivered to victims and migrants. Baseline data has been collected of each beneficiary; the study will compare the current living conditions and emotional status of the beneficiaries with the baseline so that improvements can be measured. Representative samples will be selected from the case load of each of the 16 service providers and one partner (Ockenden). Field visits will be made to meet the beneficiaries, family members and others to assess their situation and recovery. Tools will be needed to measure the improvement to which the project has contributed (comparing to the baseline data). The consultant will prior to the field work prepare an inception report with the methodological approach, work plan, sample selection method, expected expenditures, logistical requirements and report outline. Only after acceptance of the proposed methodology the research team can commence with the field work.
3. Timeframe
The study will be commissioned to an international or national Senior Researcher with the required qualifications for a duration of 20 days from mid May to end June 2011. The Senior Researcher will recruit a National Researcher as assistant or select a candidate from COSECAM’s national consultant pool a duration of 16 days from 23 May to 18 June 2011. The Study will be supervised by Mr. John Vijghen, Technical Advisor of the CETHCam project.
